LS 19: Ireland, 1603-1800  (Dr Kevin McKenny)

A lesser objective is that you will know about the principle  political, religious, economic and social developments over the period. Reading general surveys will not be adequate for this course. These are intended to give you an overview only. For individual topics and lectures a range of reading materials will be provided in a lecture by lecture reading list.
In the main classes will consist of a lecture, documentary movie and class discussion.
