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LS 19: IRELAND, 1603-1800  (Dr Kevin McKenny)
The aim of this course is that at the end of it you will understand the processes which shaped Irish society between 1600 and 1800. A lesser objective is that you will come to know history and historiography through an examination of the principle political, religious, economic and social developments over the period. 
Reading general surveys will give you an overview only. For individual topics a range of material has been provided. Do not attempt to read all of this but you should try to dip into at least two items for each area you want to look at. 
The categories below are based on the general themes of the history of Ireland in the period. Reading lists for the individual lecture topics will be supplied at the start of each lecture.
