AGM of Cloughbawn GAA Club

Held in Castleboro on Friday 23rd Nov  2007 

– preceded by special Mass in Cloughbawn for deceased members at 7pm. 

There was an attendance of 64 persons.  Meeting started at approx 8.15 pm.

The Chairman, P.J. Dempsey, welcomed everybody to the AGM He read out apologies from some who could not attend, including John Jude Doyle, Denis Kennedy, Marie Asple. Fr Hayes, having said Mass for the club deceased members, had to go to say Mass in Adamstown and would be present later. Patrick Kavanagh had surgery that day on his knee and was not available to attend.

The Secretary, Tom Furlong, read out the minutes of last year’s AGM and these were adopted having been proposed and seconded by Willie Kelly and Edward O’Connor.

Chairman’s Address was given then by P.J. Dempsey and he spoke firstly about the development work completed recently including Floodlighting and Pitch drainage and the Hurling Wall area almost complete. He appealed for more faces at meetings throughout the year. He told the meeting how the club had acquired a defibrillator and that it would be located in main hallway of building. Some members had been trained on it and more have to do same. On coaching, he spoke about the pilot scheme that was ran last year in the 2 national schools and thanked the hurlers who had sacrificed their time to do this. He called for patience in getting results on the field of play because he felt the Senior hurling team was in transition period and time has to be given to the young lads to come on and to be ‘blooded’. He reported on the various teams performances during the year including Coiste na nÓg and Camogie and thanked all involved, workers, managers, mentors, Dr PatWalsh, Pat Dunne, Physio, JPK sponsors and all others who had given a hand in 2007. He mentioned the tragic accident that claimed the life of the young man, Derek Janinski last May and said the club were thankful for his work and help on the hurling wall construction. He mentioned the recent launch of Tim Flood’s book and congratulated all on a job well done.

Secretary then gave a brief account of the fortunes and misfortunes of the various adult teams in 2007.

Treasurer’s report was delivered by Aidan Kielthy who said that the monies involved were similar to running a big business and was congratulated on his work by Kevin Foley, Chairman of Coiste na nÓg, who also praised the secretary and chairman and the other officers of the club for their efforts and asked that more people become involved in doing some voluntary work for Cloughbawn GAA Club.

Chairman, PJ Dempsey, said that our P.R.O. was doing a great job but was unavailable to attend tonight and that the Scór na nÓg was on in Oulart tomorrow night and that we had entries in five events. He wished them well.

Tom Walsh, Drug Awareness and Substance Abuse Officer, spoke about the need to be vigilant in the club as regards recognising signs of existence of this scourge and the necessity for the formulation of a club policy with regard to this problem. ‘Who to report to, where do we go next’ etc..? The Chairman said that partaking of these illicit substances would not be tolerated in our club and asked Sgt. Jim Doyle to say a few words on the subject – which he did and suggested that we have an information night soon where we can become familiar with the actual substances and what to look out for. The Chairman said we would organise a night for this before Christmas.

Vera Murphy, Secretary of Coiste na nÓg, gave a breakdown of under age activities for 2007 and reminded the meeting that Cloughbawn minor footballers were in county final on 2nd Dec in Grantstown v St. Mary’s Rosslare and wished them luck.

Camogie report was given by Tish Codd, Chairperson and recounted how they had won U14, U16 and played in other semi-finals and finals in 2007. It was a good year for the club and hoped to go on from here to an even brighter future. She said the club had ran a bus to the All-Ireland camogie final – won by Wexford and that a lot of members had travelled. A DVD was on sale of that final for €20. She thanked the GAA club for their support and help throughout the year.

Fr. Hayes, President, was called on to say a few words and to elect the officers for 2008.
