Tactile/Kinesthetic Learners 

· take frequent study breaks
· move around to learn new things (e.g. read while on an exercise bike, mold a piece of clay to learn a new concept)
· work at a standing position
· chew gum while studying
· use bright colors to highlight reading material
· dress up your work space with posters
· if you wish, listen to music while you study
· skim through reading material to get a rough idea what it is about before settling down to read it in detail.
