Visual Learners: 

· use visual materials such as pictures, charts, maps, graphs, etc.
· have a clear view of your teachers when they are speaking so you can see their body language and facial expression
· use color to highlight important points in text
· take notes or ask your teacher to provide handouts
· illustrate your ideas as a picture or brainstorming bubble before writing them down
· write a story and illustrate it
· use multi-media (e.g. computers, videos, and filmstrips)
· study in a quiet place away from verbal disturbances
· read illustrated books 
· visualize information as a picture to aid memorization
