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Booking Conditions

1. Booking

A holiday is booked when the completed and signed booking form has been received by Time Out Charters with an appropriate initial payment of 20% of the charter price, and confirmed by the company. The signing of the Booking Form shall be deemed to constitute acceptance to these conditions by the hirer and shall be a warranty by the person so signing that he has the authority to act on behalf of all of the persons named on the Form.

The hirer is responsible for the whole of the charter price and the balance must be received by Time Out Charters two weeks before the charter start date. Failure to pay the balance on the due date will be interpreted as notice of cancellation (see below). For bookings made within two weeks of the charter start date the hirer will be required to pay the full amount at the time of booking.

2. Cancellation

Cancellation  must be notified in writing to Time Out Charters. When a cancellation is made more than 14 days before the holiday is due to start Time Out will retain the 20% deposit. In all other cases the hirer remains responsible for payment of the full hire price.

3. Insurances
The boat and its equipment are insured against damage resulting from collision or impact and against the hirer's liability to other parties. Although the hirer is responsible for each claim, that responsibility is restricted to the balance of the security deposit left with Time Out Charters. The hirer's personal effects are NOT covered by this insurance. No liability can be accepted for loss or damage to client's property, baggage, motorcars, etc.

4. One Way Cruises

Time Out Charters can arrange a one way-cruise at the time of booking. For one-way cruises a supplement of €250 is added to the charter price.

5. Takeover and Return of Boats

A demonstration is given at the time of takeover to explain the controls of the boat and its equipment. Subject to maintenance checks and the timely return of boats, the boat will be available between 11.00 a.m. and 12.00 a.m., or as soon as possible thereafter, on the takeover day. 

The cruiser is due back at 9 a.m. on day of return. 

The hirer is advised that Time Out Charters reserves the right to make a charge for every hour after 10.00 a.m. during which the boat is delayed or occupied and to make a cleaning charge of €50 if the boat is not returned in a clean and tidy condition.

6. Delays and Curtailments

No responsibility will be accepted for loss of time or expenses incurred through accidental damage to the boat while in the hirer's charge. No liability can be accepted for loss or damage or expense which occurs as a result of any defect or breakdown occurring during the cruise unless such occurrence is immediately reported to Time Out Charters so that steps can be taken to repair the boat or remedy the service. Time Out Charters shall not be responsible for the consequences of delays caused by breakdown, closures, repairs or damage to navigational works, flooding, shortages of water, industrial action, non-availability of fuel, or any other cause. The right is also reserved to restrict the cruising area without notice if unusual or hazardous conditions prevail and no financial adjustment will be made in any of these circumstances.

7. Accidents

The hirer is responsible for the boat and its safe navigation. In the event of an accident or damage the hirer must notify Time Out Charters immediately with full details and details of other persons involved and of witnesses.

8. Deposit

You are required to pay (cash or credit card) a combined Fuel and Security deposit on arrival at the base. The security deposit will be refunded at the end of the holiday minus the cost of the fuel used, provided the boat and its equipment is returned on time, undamaged and without a third party claim against you. 

The Fuel and Security deposit is  €500.

9. Notice To Charter Parties

Time Out Charters and their agents Bluewater Marine reserves the right to refuse to hand over the cruiser to any person who in the opinion of the manager is not suitable to take charge of it. In such, cases, the Charter fee will be refunded in full and the Charter Contract terminated without further liability to either party. 

Cruisers will not be chartered to persons under 18 years.

Pets are not permitted onboard.

No more than six persons will be permitted on-board the cruiser at any time. Time Out Charters reserve the right to terminate the charter if this condition is breached. There will be no refund or recompense in such a case.

Cruisers may not be underway after darkness and must be moored at an approved mooring overnight.

On Booking

Fill in your booking form and return it duly signed together with your 20% deposit. On receipt of final payment, we will send you confirmation of your booking, a boat manual, in which you will find information about navigation, boat operating instructions and an inventory of equipment on board.
The boat and its equipment

A boat licence is not required to charter our boats.  The diesel tank is full at departure and gives you approximately 30 hours cruising. On your return we check your fuel consumption and you pay for what you have used. The water tank is full at departure and there is enough water for 4 days. You will be able to refill the tank at water points. All the cruisers are fully equipped with cutlery, crockery, cooking utensils, bed linen, and binoculars. Domestic batteries provide the electricity on board when not plugged into shore power.

Locks

The Locks are usually open from 9 a.m. The Locks are closed between 1 p.m. and 2 p.m. each day. Closing hours are shown in your guide. There is usually a small charge for using the locks.

Daily Charters

Daily rates are EUR 800 per day.

Week Charters

Week long charters represent the best value for money and run from 11 a.m. on Monday to 9 a.m. the following Monday. Week cruises can only be booked one month or more prior to departure during high season.
