A Palestinian Child

'hi dady , how are u
sorry for not sending emails ,but i am really in a bad
situation , today israel took my father to jail and i
am living alone with my mother , and
there is a carfew so no body can do anything for us .
300 israeli solder come to my house and took my
father in a verry
savage
way .
take care .
send to me soon' .
hanine

This is the email i received last night (Tuesday 27th
August) from Hanine Khairi in Ramallah

Hanine Bashir Ahmad Khairi, from Ramallah in the West
Bank area of Palestine is the youngest (15years old)
of the four Palestinian children who visited Ireland a
fortnight ago as guests of the Ireland Palestine
Solidarity Campaign and the West Belfast festival. She
came as part of a pilot scheme being organised to
establish holidays in Ireland for children living
under occupation in Palestine.  While here she spoke
to a number of political figures about the problems
Palestinian children have in living under Israeli
occupation in the West Bank.  Among those she talked
to was Carmel Hanna, the North's Further Education
Minister, Gerry Adams and Gerry Kelly.  She also spoke
to some Unionist politicians as well as
representatives of all the parties with elected TDs in
Dublin.  Among the media who interviewed her during
her stay was TV3, Irish News, Irish Times, BBC Radio
Ulster's Sunday Sequence.

Hanine really enjoyed her trip to Ireland.  She was
amazed at how friendly the people were and for the
first time in her life felt important and not a
second
class citizen.  She has had a lot of trauma to deal
with over and above the effects of the conflict which
have affected every Palestinian in the Occupied
Territories, - the exiles in different countries,
(Hanine has lived as a refugee in 6 countries)the
killings, the raids, the curfews,the checkpoints, the
lack of food, water, medical care, etc. The daily
humiliation for being Palestinian.  She was one day old
when the Israelis came to arrest  her father for the
second time.  Like many Palestinian  political
prisoners he was imprisoned in a part of
Palestine to which his family was not allowed to
travel. As a result, Hanine saw her father for the
first time in a photo in a magazine.  In April the
Israelis demolished  Hanine's home with a bomb, while
she was still in it with her mother, brother and
father.

On Tuesday, just over a week after Hanine had returned
to her home in Ramallah her house was surrounded by
Israeli soldiers and her father who is now aged 60,
was savagely beaten before being arrested and taken to
jail.  Hanine's father, Bashir al-Khairi is a lawyer
who has been involved in left wing politics for many
years.  He is viewed as an intellectual and as a
political as opposed to military activist.  He has
spent 15 years in total in Israeli jails and was
exiled to Lebanon in 1988 by the Israelis.  His arrest
was one of several which have been carried out in
recent days throughout the West Bank of left wing
activists and radicals.

Hanine meanwhile is left without a father now again.

IDF arrests three senior PFLP leaders

Three senior members of the Popular Front for the
Liberation of Palestine were among 14 Palestinians
arrested throughout the West Bank by security forces
early Tuesday morning.


Three PFLP members were arrested in Ramallah. Two were
identified as the organization's spokesman, Ali
Jaderat, and Bashir al-Khairi, a member of the
Palestinian National Council.

Jaderat, in his 40s, was released a month ago after
serving three months in administrative detention. In
the past, he spent 10 years in Israeli prisons, four
in administrative detention. He is the chief editor of
the PFLP's newspaper and also works as a researcher in
the PA Ministry of Sport.

Al-Khairi, 60, a lawyer, spent 15 years in Israeli
prisons
and was deported to Lebanon in 1988. Considered an
intellectual, he is well acquainted with leading
left-wing Israelis.

Four Palestinians were arrested in Batzra, northwest
of Nablus, and two in Dura, west of Hebron. Security
forces arrested a Palestinian fugitive in Ramallah and
three in Na'ama, west of the city.

A Call Issued by Palestinian Civil Society Organizations, August
2002


In September 2001, one year after all international efforts at halting
Israel's violent military repression of the second Palestinian uprising in
the occupied West Bank and Gaza Strip had failed, some 3,000 civil society
organizations from around the world met at the third World Conference
Against Racism in
Durban, South Africa and approved their NGO Declaration and
Program of Action. These NGO documents address racism and
racial discrimination related to the root causes of the Israeli-Palestinian
conflict, including military occupation and the denial of the right of
return of Palestinian refugees and internally displaced persons to their
homes and properties.

Already in Durban, representatives of 3000 civil society organizations from
around the world were united in their call for global boycott and sanctions
against Israel. Among others, the NGO
Program of Action:

* Calls for the launch of an international anti Israeli Apartheid movement
as implemented against the South African Apartheid through a global
solidarity network of international civil society, UN bodies and agencies,
business and communities to end the conspiracy of silence among states,
particularly the European Union and the United States (Article 424).

* Calls upon the international community to impose a policy of complete and
total isolation of Israel as an apartheid state as in the case of South
Africa which means the imposition of mandatory and comprehensive sanctions
and embargoes, the full cessation of all links (diplomatic, economic,
social, aid, military
cooperation and training) between all states and Israel. (Article 425).

One year after Durban, Israel is engaged in the destruction of Palestinian
civil society and its political leadership and the re-establishment of
direct military occupation in the West Bank and
the Gaza Strip. More than ever, Israel, protected by the United States and
tolerated by the European Union, violates international law, human rights
and UN resolutions.

Therefore, we as members of Palestinian civil society welcome all recent
initiatives to boycott Israel which have been launched in many parts of the
world. For the sake of freedom and justice in Palestine and the world, we
call upon the solidarity movement, NGOs, academic and cultural
institutions, business companies,
political parties and unions, as well as concerned individuals to strengthen
and broaden the global Israel Boycott Campaign.
