West Oldcourt Local Area Plan – Pre-Draft Stage

South Dublin County Council proposes to prepare a Local Area Plan for the West Oldcourt area as provided for in the 2004-2010 Development Plan.   The area which is mostly greenfield is zoned for development.   

Some 52 hectares of land is involved.   The land rises south westwards gradually from the suburbs of Oldcourt, Ely Close and Oldcourt Cottages to the 120m contour and is located between Oldcourt Road and Bohernabreena Road.   The lands in the West Oldcourt area have been zoned with the following objectives:

· Residential, 

· Local Centre, 

· Open Space.
An ‘Issues Paper’ has been produced for general consultation purposes, public comment and to stimulate local input for the pre-draft stage of the process.   This is available to download below.

A guide to making a submission has also been produced and is also available to download.
The primary focus of the Local Area Plan for West Oldcourt is to enable the provision of new residential development, with a sense of place and identity, in a manner that secures a form of dwelling types (and densities) with adequate services and facilities for the area and its community. 

A Local Area Plan provides an area specific focus, whereby a detailed assessment of local planning issues can be made and pursued with the benefit of local community involvement.   This presents opportunities to set specific goals and objectives that will seek to guide the development of the plan area in accordance with Government Guidelines, National Policies, and County Council objectives.
