International Summer School 2007  
Elemental Play Therapy
Creative Play, Drama and Storytelling 

A practical and personal journey through the elements: fire, earth, water and air.

This five day course, (9th – 13th July 07) provides essential skills for your play and creative practice with children and vulnerable adults.  
We shall use movement, clay, drama, puppets and masks. We shall make our own personalised puppet and create scenes and stories.  We shall build up a portfolio of stories from many cultures which focus on the elements and their importance as symbols and metaphors.

The Summer School includes Irish stories and we shall visit a site that lends itself to old tales and developing the skills of the storyteller.
You will experience play, drama, movement, music and dance and a range of non-verbal methods. Play leads into drama through many drama games, and the dramatic play and drama gives shape and form to our experiences.   We shall make masks a part of our drama work. 
You will learn projective methods for all abilities and ages.  We shall include collage work and painting, clay and modelling, dramatic play and theatre in order to create an inclusive practice.  We shall explore old and new stories in dramatic form and create a nurturing environment through storytelling. Stories can be built in many ways including through collage, paint, clay and modeling. We will learn techniques for structuring stories, and will create stories through puppet work and learn basic puppet making techniques. We shall develop non-invasive techniques for evoking children's individual stories through verbal and non-verbal methods. Participants will gain a wide range of techniques and a rationale for their safe application.

This Summer School can be taken as a stand alone course or as a module of the Certificate in Therapeutic Playwork course (with the Creative Care Certificate and Power of Play courses).
The assignment for this module for students pursuing the Certificate course is to devise and carry out 6 play sessions with a small group of children or teenagers and allow them to be part of the evaluation of the programme.  Write up, with photographs if possible.
