Nothing about us, without us is a popular slogan of the self advocacy movement of people with learning difficulties.  Increasingly, researchers - and funders of research - expect "service users" to be involved in research about their lives.
In this seminar, Linda will talk about a number of research projects undertaken at the Norah Fry Research Centre (NFRC), University of Bristol, where people with learning difficulties, young disabled people and family members have been part of the research process in different ways, and discuss the issues and strategies involved.

The seminar will also look at how research findings can be made accessible to people with learning difficulties and their families and at examples of outputs from various research projects.  It will draw on the "Plain Facts" series of accessible research findings produced by NFRC for people with learning difficulties (funded by the Joseph Rowntree Foundation) and the "Information for All" guidance on producing easy to understand information (funded by the English Department of Health), along with photopacks and resources produced from other projects at the Centre.
