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Sailing In Dublin Club, has been in existence for many years and offers it’s members sailing opportunities on Dinghies and on a Cruising boat during the summer months. Club Sailing sessions are at all times supervised by experienced members. The club operates an ‘open to all’ membership policy while at the same time relying upon its members to assist in all aspects of running the club.

Club Organisation : In order to both formally run the club and to ensure the involvement of the membership in it’s operations, the following functional groups have been set up:

Main Group- The Committee: 

· Chairperson

· Secretary

· Treasurer

· Safety Officer

· Sailing Secretary

· Maintenance Officer

The above roles combine the traditional duties of a Committee as well as those  specific to a Sailing club. The committee deals with planning and operational issues as they arise. 

Safety Group

Led by the Safety Officer, it’s purpose is to promote safety in the club both on and off the water. The group will ensure that proper practices are being adhered to and will also educate members on relevant safety matters and communicate information as advised by the ISA to members from time to time.

Sailing Group

Led by the Sailing Secretary, this group is responsible for the organisation and scheduling of all water based activities and events in the club. It’s decisions will be in accordance with a brief from the main committee and membership preferences. It will ensure that Captains, vice Captains and sessions organisers are appointed to oversee the sailing sessions.
Maintenance Group

Led by the Maintenance Officer, this group has responsibility for the organisation and arrangement of fleet maintenance activities. It’s objective is to ensure that boats are maintained to proper standards at all times. It’s role is a critical one and consequently all members are expected to support it whenever called upon to do so. 
Member Involvement : Apart from the main activity of Sailing, members will have the opportunity to contribute to the working of the above groups as the need arises and in accordance with their own skills and interests. Consequently, assignment to one of the groups will be made following entry to the club. Members are expected to take part in events organised by any one of the groups.

Social :Social events are important for the overall wellbeing of the club. Accordingly, a number of social events are included in the annual calendar. Each of the functional groups will be expected to organise at least one social event during the year.

Club Promotion : SID needs to attract more members so that it can enhance it’s activities and improve facilities for all. You are requested to assist in any way you can that will generate interest in the club and increase club membership. For example, by putting posters in your workplace etc. informing family and friends or directing others to the SID website at www.sidclub.tk
The Sailing Sessions. :The Club’s main purpose is to promote  Dinghy and Yacht sailing through the club organised sailing sessions that take place during the summer months. For Dinghy sailing, ‘sailing pairs’ are formed such that those with limited sailing experience and ability are matched with those with greater experience and ability. The Ruffian crews are also mixed based on experience. In this way, the less experienced will improve their skills and knowledge in a safe group setting. The more experienced sailors will assist the Sailing Group in the organisation and operation of SID sailing sessions. Club boats can be used by experienced sailors for non-SID events such as regattas etc. However, in order to use club boats for non SID events, members are expected to take part in regular SID sailing sessions and in the organisation of SID events.

Session Organisation

All members must familiarise themselves fully with the safety procedures, and all safety equipment used by the club. The ultimate responsibility for safety rests with the individual members taking part in sailing activities. Please refer to the safety notes provided to each member. Each member will be allocated to one or more SID sailing sessions. Members may take part in other SID organised sailing sessions provided there are places available once the allocated members are accommodated. Sessions will be run  under the control of an appointed Captain/vice Captain. Members are required to follow their instructions at all times. In the interest of all taking part in the session, participants are asked to show up on time and to take an active part in the sailing session.  New members are to be made especially welcome. Please assist others with boat rigging and any tasks that  arise.  If you are unable to turn up for your allocated session please make sure that you inform the Session co-ordinator/Captain well in advance.  

All sessions are weather dependent and the decision of the Captain in relation to Sailing matters will be final. Members must assist with the preparation, launch and recovery of the rescue boat and launch boat. Dinghy sailing participants must take turns in the operation of the rescue boat, following training in it’s use and direction from experienced members. The container is used for storage of a wide range of equipment. It is also used to store the sailing log book which must be completed before and after each sailing session 

Please ensure that everything is stored in its correct place and that the container is kept neat and tidy. The container is not secure and over the years it has been broken into. Valuables should not be stored there. The club accepts no responsibility whatsoever for member’s property.

Following a sailing session, all boats and equipment must be properly de-rigged, covered and equipment stored in its correct place.

Members taking part in Dinghy sailing sessions at the start of the season should concentrate on exercises such as "heave to", ‘coming along side’, ‘man overboard’, ‘follow the leader’ and ‘capsize’. Boats should not venture outside the harbour until crews are proficient at these manoeuvres.

Members taking part in Ruffian Sailing Sessions at the start of the season should concentrate on sailing exercises such as "heave to", ‘coming along side’, ‘man overboard’, ‘reefing’ and ‘changing headsail’.  Longer journeys should not be planned until all crew are proficient at these manoeuvres.

Visitors
Visitors are welcome to participate in club sailing sessions subject to a payment of EUR20 per visit.  A maximum of 2 visits is allowed in any year. Visitor fees are deductible against membership fee so long as the visitor joins in the same year.

Other Sailing Events : SID members may use the club boats to take part in events organised by other Clubs subject to main Committee approval. Certain conditions will apply and participating members may have to assume full responsibility for their insurance obligations There are a number of regattas run by the major clubs in Dun Laoghaire in May/June. These events have races for all classes.. An entry fee must be paid to the relevant club which entitles the entrants the use of that clubs facilities (showers for that day).  After the races there is always good, post sailing activity such as BBQ, bands etc in the club grounds.  The Dun Laoghaire Motor Yacht Club (DMYC) organise a series of dinghy races held every Sunday during the winter months (Nov to April).  The entry fee is paid to the DMYC and entrants are allowed used of the facilities in the DMYC on race days.  SID boats can be entered with 2 or more people.

Maintenance :Every effort should be made to repair boats during or after regular sailing sessions.  All maintenance requirements should be logged in the maintenance log book stored in the Container. Maintenance procedures including the purchase of items are documented on the front cover of the maintenance log book.

Remember our motto: If it’s broke, fix it!

Parking : All of the parking in Dun Laoghaire Harbour area is pay parking between the hours of 0900 and 2000. The tariff is EUR1.20 per hour. DLHC stickers are available to SID members. These must be displayed on your windscreen and entitle you to park for a full day if you pay EUR5.00. To avail of this concession you must have the DLHC sticker and a Pay and display sticker for the appropriate value. Enforcement is by clamping - fine is EUR70!. Pay parking in Dun Laoghaire Rathdown County Council area, (i.e. outside harbour area) is up to 1900 hours and no charge applies on Sundays. Free parking is available behind the DMYC. On race nights there is usually an car attendant in this car park who may/should be tipped!
