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Maintenance procedures.

· If it needs repairing: Fix it!

· If you can’t fix it: organise it!

· In all cases log damage and repair.

Any repairs required to boats used should be carried out immediately following the session.  Any other repairs required should be logged in this book and carried out as soon as possible. 

Check container for spares and use retired boat 39.

Don't take parts off other working boats to carry out repairs !

Fibreglass repairs e.g. damage to hull, tank leaking etc: Please contact Alan at workshop at entrance to coal harbour 087 7549449.  Ask for estimate.  If estimate is under EUR50 get repaired immediately. If estimate is over EUR50 contact maintenance officer before organising repair. When getting repaired Boat may need sails, covers etc removed and may need to be demasted (ask Alan).  Store sails, cover, rudder etc in container. Store mast at back of container.  When repaired boat should be re-rigged and got ready for sailing.

Please inform the Maintenance Officer of estimate and expect date of repair.

Sails and Covers e.g. ripped or torn sails/covers: Bring sails to Downer Sails (5 mins from container walking) for repairs on the Sailing In Dublin Account:

Collect when repaired and return to container or to boat that they came from.
Please inform the Maintenance Officer of estimate and expect date of repair.

If small equipment is needed <Eur30 e.g. shackles, bungs,  etc purchase in Viking Marine and present receipt to Maintenance officer who will organise the refund the amount

If items > EUR30 are required contact maintenance officer who will organise purchase.

What to do if you are involved in an incident with another boat while at sea? Arrange to meet other crew ashore. Do not admit liability. Exchange contact numbers.  Record details of incident in sailing log book with contact details, etc.  Report to any member of committee immediately and to Club Secretary.  Crews involved in incident may be responsible for excess on insurance depending on circumstances (committee to decide depending on circumstances)
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
