Safety officer Dinghies:

Ensure safety equipment is complete for rescue boat e.g. flares, first aid kit, etc.

That it is carried at all times and that everybody knows it contents! Check against recommendations issued by the ISA and/or RNLI. (see links from www.sidclub.tk) and also check 

www.safetyonthewater.ie 

Read up relevant safety booklets. 

Ensure all members (new and old) are aware of SID safety notes, the SID safety equipment available and how to use it.  

Organise safety lecture at start of season and as required.

Equipment to be carried in Rescue boat at all times.

1. First aid kit  (in waterproof container)

2. Tool kit and essential spares (in waterproof container?)

3. Survival bag (orange bag)

4. flares (in waterproof container)

5. sailing knife 

6. oar locks

7. Oars

8. Anchor, Anchor chain and warp,  towing and heaving lines

9. Bailing bucket

10. VHF radio

11. All equipment is securely stored in boat

12. Check all crew have lifejackets (rescue boat operators and sailors)

Items 1 to 5(6?) to be kept in yellow waterproof bag. Should not normally need to be opened!  First aid kit and flares should be in tubberware container and sealed with electrical tape. All old first aid kits should be dumped..  Need to make sure that people are trained up on the rescue boat i.e. make sure that all newcomers are brought out by a competent rescue person and that the are shown the basics.(organise?)

Ensure life jackets are OK and complete with belt, crotch strap and whistle.

Familiarise yourself with all safety equipment, procedures and recommendations. Prepare to give safety lecture!  Maybe do a demo of flares, basic demo of the VHF radio and other safety equipment. .  Make sure VHF radio procedures are available in the rescue boat and container.
