Ruffian Safety Officer

Ensure safety equipment is complete for the ruffian e.g. flares, first aid kit, lifejackets, harness lines, MOB equipment tools etc.

Ensure that everybody know what is available and where! Check against recommendations issued by the ISA and/or RNLI. (see links from www.sidclub.tk) and also check

Read up relevant safety booklets. 

Ensure all members (new and old) are aware of SID safety notes.

I've have booked a safety demo for the 19th July with the RNLI.  They will demo the safety equipment, MOB procedure etc. We need to have all the relevant safety equipment in working order by then!   Noel has purchased many of these items, but we you need to check that they are all present and stored correctly.  We need to price items that we do not have e.g. liferaft, GPS, etc.

Need to make sure that all crew are shown where safety equipment is stored and how it is used e.g. safety demo?.  Basic demo of VHF radio.  Make sure VHF radio procedures are available in the Ruffian.  Need to make sure that crews practice MOB procedure at start of season.

Familiarise yourself with all safety equipment, procedures and recommendations. Prepare to give safety lecture!  Maybe do a demo of flares, basic demo of the VHF radio and other safety equipment. .  Make sure VHF radio procedures are available in the rescue boat and container.
