CLUB     CONSTITUTION


The  club shall be registered as follows “Cumann Ógánach Iománaíochta agus Peile Naomh Pádraig


The affairs of the club shall be managed and controlled by the executive committee consisting of the Chairperson,Vice Chairperson,Secretary,Treasurer and at least five (5) ordinary members.


The Secretary shall have charge of correspondence and shall keep minutes of all meetings. He/She shall submit an annual report on the year  workings to the annual general meeting.


The treasurer shall have charge of the financial affairs of the club. He/She shall present a financial report to the annual general meeting showing the income and expenditure for the year. All expenditure and sponsorship requests to be pre-approved by the executive committee.


Membership shall be open to all persons who accept the club Constitution


|Each member shall pay a membership fee , amount to be decided  at the A.G.M. On payment  he/she will be issued with a membership card, with his/her name and address and signed by the secretary or treasurer of the club.


All executive, committee and team  mentors and trainers for the year are considered as paid up members of the Club. All  players must be paid up members of the club. An  adult membership is also  available 


Any player injured on the field of play must report the injury to the team mentor. If injury requires a doctors attention, mentors must report injury to the club secretary. The club will pay no treatment costs unless the players go through the proper channels.


No member , player or supporter shall verbally or physically abuse  members of the committee,selectors, players , mentors or officals


Team selection is left solely to the selectors.


Mentors of teams should take full responsibility in having their teams properly prepared for games. It is a Parent/Guardians responsibility to arrange transport to and from the games venue. Mentors should also be prepared to collect  match fees from players.


A Parent/Guardian must remain in the field during matches and training for all under eights


No mentor has the authority to verbally or otherwise abuse any of the players.


All club teams taking part in  competitions should be properly attired in the club colours: blue shorts, gold and blue stockings. Mentors to take responsibilty for the same


When a game cannot take place on the appointed date, the mentor in charge takes responsibilty for its refixture.


If any member, player or other has a complaint, it must be put in writing and given to the secretary or any committee member. The complaint will be dealt with by the the executive officers of which 50 percent must be present. Their decision can be appealed to the full comittee


The club committee is to meet monthly and more frequently if deemed necessary


A copy of the club constitution shall be given on initial membership from 2000 on.


Amendments to the club constitution can only be made through a proposer and a seconder at the A.G.M. The amendment has to be carried by a majority of two-thirds (2/3) of paid up members at the A. G.M.


The Club will be guided by the booklet The Code of Best practice for Youth in Sport as issued by the Gaa.
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
